History: The Vanguard was the Standard Motor Company’s
first new postwar model. Initially available only for export from
Britain, it was sold all over the world, being especially 
popular in Africa and Australia. The four cylinder engine was
used in Ferguson tractors and later in the Triumph TR series of
sportscars.
This car had a single owner up to the time it was placed in 
the BC Transportation Museum in Cloverdale. With the 
closure of that museum,the car was re-registered for road use.
It is in unrestored condition, having done only 43,000 miles.
